CANADEM ELECTION OBSERVATION MISSION TO UKRAINE 

PARLIAMENTARY ELECTIONS 
 

The mission’s mandate is to provide an assessment of the parliamentary electoral process. Mission Canada assesses Ukraine’s 

compliance with OSCE commitments and other international standards for democratic elections, as well as national legislation. 

Observation Results 
 

Mission Canada visited urban and rural polling stations (PS) during different reporting phases. 
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Mission Canada’s observers 
were granted full cooperation 
in 97.3%of polling stations.
